CLASS EXPECTATIONS
1. Respect yourself, the teacher & others
· Show respect for the teacher, yourself and others at all times.
· Respect others’ property. Avoid touching or writing on anything that does not belong to you (including desks, textbooks, teacher’s belongings, walls, white board, etc.). Don't expect that others will clean-up your messes. Please pick-up after yourself. 
· Respect yourself and the rest of us by using appropriate language and following dress code.
· Be a kind person.
2. Put forth your best effort at all times
· Always do your own best work.
· Put learning ahead of getting good grades. 
· Put quality ahead of just getting it done.
3. Be prepared for class each day
· This means BRING YOUR BOOK and leave your ELECTRONICS at home!!!
4. Follow directions when given
· When directions are given, do your best to follow them the first time. If you are confused or have questions, ask. Check the agenda and learning target first, then ask a seat-neighbor, then ask me. USE YOUR RESOURCES.
5. Pay attention, participate and ask questions
· Engage in what is going on in the classroom. If you have a question, ask it! Otherwise, I might not know until the test that you didn’t understand something. There are no stupid questions, and chances are, if you are wondering about it, someone else in the class is to. Be proactive about your learning and don’t be afraid to ask for help.  If you feel most comfortable waiting until after class, that is okay, too, but do keep communication open between us. 

6. Preserve a positive learning environment
· Student actions that interfere with teaching or learning in the classroom will NOT be tolerated. 
· Use class time to learn. 
· Minimize classroom interruptions by arriving to class on time and not leaving the classroom during the hour.
7. Take responsibility for your actions
  You are responsible for your learning. 
CLASS RULES
1. Turn off cell phones & electronic devices
· Electronic devices are NOT permitted in my classroom.
· Cell Phones should be turned off and invisible during the class period.  If I see or hear your phone it will be taken away and returned to you after class. If it happens a second time your device will be kept until the next day. Third time, it will be taken to the office and you will be in ALC.
2. No food or drink, except water. There have been too many incidents recently. 
3. Arrive to class on time & ready to learn
· When the bell rings, you need to be sitting in your assigned seat. 
· You should immediately begin on the warm up activity or journal entry.
· Be “physically” and “mentally” present in the classroom. 
4. Never line up at the door before dismissal
· Please remain in your seat until I have dismissed you. Never line up at the door before dismissal; you do not save that much time by lining up.
5. Do not cheat, plagiarize, or copy work
· Cheating is completely unacceptable. You will get a zero for the assignment and then a zero for the class if it happens again. 
· Plagiarism (copying work from another source without giving proper credit) is completely unacceptable.  If you plagiarize on any assignment you will earn a “0” on that assignment; if it happens again, there will be a zero for the class.   

6. Use polite and appropriate language
· Offensive, derogatory, and profane terms are not tolerated.   
· Be mature. Don’t be a sheep.  

7.  Do your best work & turn it in on time
· Remember that the work that you turn-in is a reflection of your effort on the assignment.  
CLASS PROCEDURES
1. Turn in homework to the proper bin
2. Pick up after yourself before you leave
· Take all of your belongings, pick up any scrap papers around you, and put your desk back in line before you leave each day.
3. Get missed work from red-hanging folder, check the black binder, then ask the teacher
· If you are absent, it is your responsibility to obtain any missed classwork.  Begin by looking for missed handouts in the red hanging-folder pertaining to your class hour and checking the black binder. Then ask another student what you missed. Follow-up with the teacher if necessary. 

· Make arrangements to take quizzes and tests immediately. It is your responsibility to make these arrangements, I will not track you down. 

4. Use your coupons for hall passes & late work
· I will issue 8 bathroom/hall passes to each student for passes for the bathroom. These passes are only valid when used at appropriate times to be determined by the teacher. Each student has the opportunity to retain these for 25 extra credit points at the end of the semester.
· At the beginning of each semester, I also issue three "late homework passes" to each student for emergency situations when homework cannot be completed by the due date.  These passes do not excuse a student from the assignment entirely; they only allow a student TWO extra days to complete the assignment. Assignments must be 25 points or more in order to use a late pass on them.  Each student has the opportunity to retain these for 25 extra credit points at the end of the semester.
 

CLASS CONSEQUENCES
1. Verbal warning
2. Detention (15 minutes before or after school)
3. Detention/Call home

4. ALC/referral to principal
* Serious offenses can, at the teacher’s discretion, result in more severe consequences regardless of previous steps taken.  Any infraction of the rules may affect your learning readiness grade.  It can also be cause for further action at the teacher’s discretion.
